Additionally, an ideal candidate will
enhance the current fate and transport (F&T) model capabilities of the
Nuclear Forensics Thrust Area, which include HPAC/SCIPUFF and
HYSPLIT.  Further, several projects within the Nuclear Security Advanced
Technology Group require code development to improve productivity. 
Lastly, the successful candidate will aid members of the Nuclear Security
Advanced Technology Group with laboratory space oversight and
equipment inventory.
