Mission: Voluminous bathymetric data exist for many sites along US waterways. It is costly to
acquire and is often supplemented with synthetic (interpolated) data in an attempt to understand
historical sediment deposition and to predict future deposition. Uncertainty propagates at several
stages of data acquisition and analysis making it difficult to construct a regime of the shoaling rate
at different levels. Success in determining key contributors to that uncertainty and quantifying their
level of influence would dramatically improve decision-makers' ability to use the shoaling rate

curves to optimize the scheduling of dredging activities.

Time series data related to three different waterway crossings will be provided to you. Previously-
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developed workflow code will be introduced and demonstrated, with an accompanying question-

and-answer session. Tutorials describing previous, similar research will be provided as an example £ Download on the

of workflow applied to a real-world scenario. Hypotheses for likely sources of shoaling forecast

uncertainty will be discussed, along with pros and cons of these explanations. Previous attempts at
visualizing the shoaling process will be shown, and you will be asked to brainstorm other options

that may better inform decision-makers.

You will meet twice weekly with your mentor to discuss progress and any problems discovered and
brainstorm solutions and discuss possible workarounds, perhaps involving other ERDC experts in
ITL and its sister laboratories. You will join in-house discussions and meetings, with engineering
experts related to the project to see how it fits into the “bigger picture” of current research.
Additionally, you will attend weekly branch meetings to meet Computational Analysis Branch
personnel, to hear project descriptions outside the assigned project, and to develop an

understanding of the mechanics of engineering problem solving in a real-world setting.

You will be introduced to ITL HPC experts to discuss elements of the hardware and the software
systems associated with the summer project. You will tour the publicly-accessible HPC facilities to
acquire a sense of the scale of the operation, the professionalism of the engineering team engaged
in the research, and the complexity of the engineering decisions involved in supercomputing

maintenance and upkeep.

Under the guidance of a mentor, you will create a brief technical report that defines the project
problem space, scenarios chosen, the bathymetric data used to represent the problem,
visualization options reviewed, and analytic methods employed to address the problem. The final
workflow will be fully described using HPC scripts and artifacts to delimit its research extent and to

aid future replication of the project, if desired.

You will present project results at a formal presentation on the dates set aside by the HPC

Modernization Program Office and there answer project-related questions at the Q&A session
