The project
will examine this through multiple case studies, including the investigation
of subjective perceptions and beliefs on the adoption of soil health
practices and the role carbon market incentives in enabling practice
change.

Learning Objectives: Under the guidance of a mentor, the fellow will gain
experience in the application of social science methods to food systems,
including collecting and recording qualitative and quantitative data, such as
survey and interview approaches with other parties (e.g., farmers and other
personnel). Additionally, the fellow will have the opportunity to wrangle,
clean, summarize and analyze qualitative and quantitative data using data
analysis software, such as excel, R, and NVivo. The fellow will also gain
experience in literature reviews, writing results, and contributing to peer-
reviewed manuscripts.
