o Have completed an undergraduate (B.A., B.S. or equivalent) or
graduate (M.S., DVM, Ph.D., MD or equivalent) degree within three
years of the application deadline in a science, technology,
engineering or mathematics (STEM) disciplines, or have interest or
experience in a STEM field.
